General	Rules

1. Riders	must	wear	hard	riding	hats	or	skull	caps	and	be	tidily	dressed	

2. Under	13s	must	be	accompanied	by	an	adult

3. Under	16s	must	wear	body	protection

4. Make	sure	your	tack	is	safe	for	the	ride	and	if	your	horse/pony	is	shod,	please	ensure	it	is	well	

shod	

5. Riders	may	retire	their	horses	at	any	checkpoint	should	they	wish	to	do	so,	but	they	must	

report	to	a	marshal	so	that	the	mileage	is	recorded

6. Marshals	will	be	authorised	to	ask	a	rider	to	withdraw	or	await	veterinary	opinion	at	the	start	
of	any	check	point	on	the	route	should	they	consider	it	necessary	


7. The	organisers	will	not	accept	liability	for	any	damage,	accident	or	injury	to	any	animal,	person	
or	property	


8. Riders	MUST	check	out	as	they	return	to	the	start/finish	at	the	end	of	their	ride	

9. Riders	must	keep	to	the	course	and	strictly	observe	all	signs	on	the	route;	and	show	due	

consideration	for	other	riders.	Only	the	jumps	marked	with	flags	may	be	jumped	

10. Entry	fees	are	not	returnable	if	for	any	reason	the	rider	is	unable	to	start	

11. One	rider	in	each	group	must	carry	a	mobile	phone
